· Scope of participation: formal/informal, institutional/non institutional. Implication of associations and/or social movements in the process. Players participating in the process. Creation of networks, partnerships.

· Transversal or specific action within the scope of government’s actions.

· Own budget.

· Social-demographic profile of the participants: age, gender, origin. Diversity and representation of the participants. 

· Number of participants. Percentage of the total reference population the experience addresses.

· Type of experience: OP, advice, workshops, strategic plans, etc.
· Level of participation (consultation, deliberation, decision) in the different stages of the process (design, execution, participation). Capability to lead in the process. Capability to forward proposals.

· Structure of Participatory areas shared with adults. Intergenerational dialogue.
